It is essential that who is responsible is fully understood in advance of the activity / session / event and that all staff / helpers are fully briefed.

Who is responsible?

	Consider numbers and supervision, working groups and division of available space


	Overcrowding, pool capacity exceeded

Risk of drowning / injury / Covid
	Pool check-in (Everyone Active). Weekly register. (ORG)

Direction of swimmers to appropriate lane / zone (ORG)

Check that lifeguards are posted before swimmers enter water (ORG)



	Child / vulnerable person protection
	Inappropriate handling / behaviour
	CRB checks / appointed protection officer



	Check parental / carer supervision
	Level of supervision insufficient for swimmers who require 1:1 

Risk of drowning


	Ensure that enablers, parents and carers are aware of rules (ORG) 

	Awareness of NOP and EAP 
	Members may react to alarm (particularly autistic swimmers) and delay any emergency procedure
	Ensure that volunteers are aware of procedures and how to act calmly. Volunteers to be aware of deaf, visually impaired, physically disabled and learning disabled. (ORG)



	Medical conditions 
	Illness or difficulty during session

Risk of drowning / injury
	Any medication that is required to be on poolside should be kept safely by a responsible person, preferably medically trained.

(PAR)



	Knowledge of medical conditions on a need to know basis


	Diabetes, epilepsy etc 

Risk of drowning / injury
	Volunteer teacher / coach to inform pool lifeguards and / or volunteer enablers of conditions where necessary (ORG)



	Awareness of pool rules
	Incidents caused by poor behaviour. The pool rules are displayed but some members have learning and behaviour problems.


	Simple sign language should be tried in order to communicate what is acceptable and what is not. Parents and carers should reinforce rules. Yellow / red card system for dangerous actions. (ORG/PAR)

	Untrained volunteers
	Risk of drowning / injury
	Volunteers to be fully briefed on their responsibilities and possible difficulties



	Contaminated water
	Illness 
	Any person aware to inform lifeguards and stop all activity
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
